Speaking in a press meet Ms
Binalakshmi Nepram at Guwahati Press Club from Control Arms foundation
of India (/taxonomy/term/2367) said that it has been organised to bring women
together for bringing peace to the region. She said that “women in the
region are excluded of decision making structures and are discriminated due
to cultural, ethnical reasons, patriarchal structure and customary laws.
